
SPAM filter usage 

 

Mailcleaner has recently been installed to help improve our ability to provide you with a spam free 

inbox.  This is an improvement over previous spam filter solutions that we have used in the past.  The 

most significant improvement, besides increased filtering accuracy, is the ability for you to manage your 

own filtering settings.  This document will provide you with some basic usage instructions and give you a 

general overview of how things work.  If you have any questions, please contact us at support@ctsi.net 

and we will be happy to assist you further. 

The easiest way to begin is from our web site, www.ctsi.net and from there, click on the members 

button on the left-hand side.  Then you will see the following menu: 

 

From here, you can click the icon beside “Manage your SPAM filter” and you will then receive the 

mailcleaner login screen: 

 

You will enter your username and password that correspond to the email address you want to manage.  

Note that you do not enter your entire email address here, just the part before the @ sign. 
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When you first log in, the Quarantine tab is selected.  If you have chosen to have your spam sent to the 

quarantine, you can use this screen to review messages to make sure legitimate messages are not being 

caught as spam.  If you do find a message that you would like delivered, please click the Arrow button 

under the Action column and the message will be released to your inbox.  The envelope icon under the 

Action column will allow you to preview the message headers and body. 

 

 

Clicking the configuration tab, then choosing address settings on the left-hand navigation will bring you 

to the screen shown next.  The spam filter can operate in three different ways.  The default will be to 

retain in quarantine.  This behavior will keep any messages detected as spam on the filter rather than 

delivering them to your inbox.  Messages will be retained in quarantine for 30 days, then they will be 

automatically deleted.  You can log in and review them at any time, and you will receive a weekly 

summary report by email reminding you of what items are in quarantine.  The second mode is deliver 

with subject keyword.  This option will tag any messages thought to be spam but still deliver them to 

your inbox.  If you would like to maintain your own rules in your email client, then this option might be 

the best for you.  This way you will not have to log into the spam filter to review messages for false-

positives.  The third option, immediately delete, will do just that.  Messages are deleted before reaching 

your inbox.  There is no chance to review or recover items deleted in this fashion. 



 

 

The Statistics tab will show you the number of messages received, spams identified, etc.
